Bat, Gartley, Butterfly, Crab, Deep Crab and 5-0 for Tradestation version 9.

This indicator indentifies several patterns, as defined by Scott Carney in Harmonic Trading 


 1 & 2, specifically the Bat, Gartley, Butterfly, Crab, Deep Crab and 5-0. The pattern setups are identified in real time, along with bands that confirm the pattern. In addition to choosing which pattern(s) you want to use, you can show the swings and the associated fibonacci pullback/extensions. 

Update 2013-03-15: Fixed bug plotting the first zigzag line. 

Here is a time lapse of one setup. In the first pic, the bullish Bat pattern has set up, shown with the left triangle and the first swing high of the right triangle. The pattern will be confirmed if a swing low occurs between the Inner and Outer bands. The AB=CD represents a price target, which aids in confirmation. 
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Now a swing low comes in, but not within the confirmation bands. The indicator continues until the signal is confirmed, or other price action inactivates the pattern. 
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Finally the pattern is confirmed with the triangle just touching the confirmation band, so the bullish triangle is drawn and bands turn off. Arguably, one might have waited until then AB=CD target was hit. 
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The next pic shows two bullish Bats in series. The first succeeds, the second fails. 
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Here's a bullish Deep Crab signal that took off. 
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And finally, here's a sample Butterfly pair of signals.

The swing highs and lows are selected using my own preferred method, so you may find the confirmations are a little later than other methods. If you want to change it, it is a relatively simple matter to insert your own code. Just look for the zighh, zigll and zigdir variables; the pattern testing is triggered by changes to the zigdir variable. 

There are inputs to let you select which pattern(s) to look for. If two patterns are detected on the same swing, the indicator uses the first one the code finds. If you want to see all patterns, I'd recommend inserting the indicator twice. 



Candlestick bars are not supported. If you want to see candlesticks, the insert an indicator that shows candlesticks first, then insert this one. That puts the candlesticks on top. 



Here's the code. Instructions for the style setting are included. There is no eld or workspace for this, but feel free to post one yourself for others to use. 

to adjust plot styles. When you first create an indicator the plot styles are set to defaults. This usually isn't what you want, so they need to be set manually. The top lines of the indicator I posted are comments with the plot styles needed for this one to look right. This is what to do. 

Open the Development Environment and go to the Chart Style tab for this indicator. On the left is a list of plot names, for example "p4". Click on a label, and set its Type according to this list. 

p4: Right tic 
p5: Bar high 
p6: Bar low 
p7: point 
p8: point 
p41-p56: line, with checked "Don't automatically connect plot lines 
p80: bar high 
p81: bar low 
p82: bar high 
p83: bar low 

Click "ok" and Verify. These changes will appear the next time you add the indicator to a chart. (Its probably easier to just delete any previous ones you put on a chart and re-add them fresh.)
